He is a Senior Member of the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers and Register Professional Engineer. B.S. and M. Eng. from Iowa State University, MBA from University of Wisconsin-La Crosse. John is also the first graduate from Iowa State University's Biorenewable Resources and Technologies program.  John is participating in an upcoming panel examining distributed generation in the State of Illinois.  Questions of interest examined by the panel included engineering challenges, energy storage, demand management net metering and other possible policy changes.

Eric Callisto is an attorney at Michael Best & Friedrich LLP where he focuses on energy, utility, and environmental matters.  Prior to joining Michael Best, Mr. Callisto was a Commissioner on the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin (PSCW), where he was also Chairperson and previously Chief of Staff.  He has also held various positions with Wisconsin state government, including Assistant Attorney General at the Department of Justice, head of the Division of Enforcement at the Department of Regulation and Licensing, and legal advisor to the Governor.  Additionally, he has worked as an environmental consultant and at the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.

His presentation will examine some of the challenges and opportunities associated with distributed generation in Wisconsin and other areas of the United States.  The distributed technologies to be discussed are components of a diverse set of energy pathways that include customer generation, energy storage, demand response, smart grid, and energy efficiency.  These technology pathways, and their contributions to the future electric distribution system, will require regulatory and policy transformations for their potential to be realized as integrated energy solutions.
