10:00 a.m. Minnesota Value of Solar – Lynn Hinkle (MN SEIA)
In March 2014, Minnesota utility regulators approved the nation’s first statewide formula for calculating the value of customer-generated solar power.  The Minnesota Public Utilities Commission voted in favor of a proposal aimed at settling the perennial debate over how much solar power is worth to a utility and its ratepayers, as well as society and the environment.
11:00 a.m. The Integrated Grid – Clark Gellings (EPRI)
The Electric Power Research Institute (EPRI) recently launched a study on the transformation of the electric power grid, with the rapid rise of distributed energy resources – such as rooftop solar panels and high tech microgrids – and how these could be integrated so customers can enjoy both their benefits and those of the central power system in the most cost effective way.  The potential for this “integrated grid” is a transformation in the ways that electric power is supplied and used, with distributed energy contributing more effectively to system capacity, flexibility, efficiency and environmental attributes.
