Lunch Presentation and Tour – Dave Sinner, Alliant Energy
Alliant built an energy learning lab at the Madison, Wis. general office with several types of solar structures, multiple electric vehicle charging stations and an energy battery storage system. This “solar learning laboratory” will enable Alliant and their customers to discover the many ways solar energy and renewable technology can be used in a Wisconsin setting. One of the key projects will be a monitoring interface available onsite and online where anyone can view real-time performance data. Alliant has partnered with the Electric Power Research Institute (EPRI) to collect data and make it available to others. Phase 1 was completed in early 2016. A second phase is planned for the future with a date TBD. The initial project investment is expected to be approximately $5 million.
